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MISSION:

· Detect, disrupt and defeat transnational terrorist groups operating in the region -- denying safe havens, external support and material assistance for terrorist activity.  
· Counter the reemergence of transnational terrorism in the region through civil-military operations and support of non-governmental organization operations. 
· Enhance the long-term stability of the region.
BACKGROUND:

CJTF-HOA oversees counter-terrorism operations in the Horn of Africa for U.S. Central Command as part of the Global War on Terrorism.  Combined Joint Task Force-Horn of Africa actions are part of Operation Enduring Freedom. 

LOCATION:

The CJTF-Horn Of Africa region encompasses the total airspace and land areas of Kenya, Somalia, Sudan, Eritrea, Djibouti, Yemen and Ethiopia and the coastal waters of the Red Sea, Gulf of Aden and Indian Ocean.  Djibouti provides key access and infrastructure to the coalition engaged in counter-terrorism operations across the Horn of Africa region. The CJTF-HOA headquarters is at Camp Lemonier near Djibouti City.
