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CAMP LEMONIER INFORMATION:

The 88-acre camp serves as the expeditionary headquarter for Combined Joint Task Force - Horn of Africa, supporting counter-terrorism operations across the Horn of Africa region. It is a former French Foreign Legion Post owned by the Djiboutian government. Officials from the U.S. Embassy in Djibouti signed an access agreement with the Djiboutian government for use of the camp, the nearby airport and the Djibouti Port facility. The Kellogg, Brown & Root company administers the contract for facilities and support operations aboard the camp to include the laundry service and the dining facility among others. Kellogg, Brown & Root is a unit of Halliburton, a Texas-based energy company. More than 300 day-workers are also employed in operations aboard the camp supporting more than 1,400 CJTF-HOA service members.
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
